THE SHEPHERD' S CORNER

MAY THE LORD GIVE YOU PEACE! Some of you may have noticed that I always end my homily with that same phrase, “May the
Lord give you peace.” This phrase is something that I bring from my Franciscan tradition.

As a member of the Franciscan Order, there are some things that are typically done by Franciscans. There are certain statements
and phrases that come directly from the saint and were used so frequently by him that they have become regular staples of the
vernacular of Franciscans for more than 800 years.

Some, you probably already know. The standard Franciscan greeting, for example, is “Peace and every good!” It is often also
shared in the Latin, “Pax et bonum!” It encapsulates the spirit of St. Francis well. He saw peace as one of the primary gifts that
Jesus came to bring, “Peace I leave you, my peace I give you” (John 14.27).

St. Francis was also known to greet people with the wonderful phrase, “Good day, good people.” It sounds so much better in
Italian, his language, “Buongiorno, buona gente!”

There are also the phrases that are attributed to him, but probably came along later. Some of those would be, “Preach the Gospel
at all times. When necessary use words.” And, “Make me a channel of your peace.” While he never said these exact statements,
he said a lot of things close to this, and certainly they embody his thought and teaching.

Back to our phrase at hand, “May the Lord give you peace.” This was something that St. Francis always said whenever he was
speaking to groups or offering a talk or a sermon. I think his intention was that the effect of his words, the effect of focusing on
the Gospel, was one that would help his listeners gain a great peace in their hearts and in their lives.

That is my intention too. When we come together for worship, this is such an honored and sacred space. At Mass we don’t
merely recall God’s goodness to us — we actually encounter God who is alive in His word proclaimed; who is truly and fully
present in the Body and Blood of His Son made present to us on the altar. Certainly the effect of our worship in our lives is that
it conforms us to Christ, fills us with God’s holy word, and gives us a peace that only comes from God and a peace that gives us
the strength to be the people God calls us to be.

So know that from the bottom of my heart, my desire for each and everyone of us is always the same profound wish, “May the
Lord give you peace!”
