The flock is fed The reception of Holy Communion 
is one of the most intimate moments in the life of every  
Catholic. We prepare our hearts just before receiving Holy 
Communion by praying fervently about the most holy  
mystery we are to receive. But even before we come to 
church, we confess our sins and receive absolution in the 
Sacrament of Penance, especially if we are aware of any  
serious sins. For at least an hour, we fast from eating  
anything at all. When we go to receive Holy Communion, we 
never go alone. The Communion Procession is one of the 
three great processions of the Mass. The first is the Entrance 
Procession, where we come to recognize that we are a royal 
priesthood gathered by Christ our High Priest. The second is 
the Presentation of the Gifts, where we join our lives to the 
Sacrifice about to be offered by the Priest. Now, singing a 
Eucharistic hymn, we come forward as Christôs own people 
to be fed by him with his own Body and Blood. As we  
approach the minister to receive the consecrated bread, bow 
your head as a sign of veneration of the consecrated bread. 
The minister will hold the consecrated host before you and 
say, ñThe Body of Christ,ò to which you respond, ñAmen.ò 
From the fist days of the Church, Christians have spoken this 
ñAmenò with conviction and faith. It is, in the first place, an 
affirmation of Christôs presence in the Blessed Sacrament, 
whereby, in the words of Saint Ambrose, ñyou acknowledge 
in your heart that you are receiving the Body of Christ.ò You 
may receive the consecrated host either on the tongue of in 
the hand, at your discretion. For many centuries Christians 
received Holy Communion on the tongue as a sign of  
reverence for this awesome mystery. In our own time,  
Christians may receive the consecrated host in their hands 
with palm upward and fingers apart, but make your left hand 
a throne for your right hand, the latter is to receive the King, 
then, while answering ñAmen,ò receive the body of Christ in 
the hollow of your hand. Next take it in your mouth, being 
watchful that nothing of it is lost. If you were to lose part of 
it, it would be like losing one of your own members.  
If someone were to give you some flakes of gold, would you 
not guard them very carefully and see to it that you did not 
lose any?ò Sometimes the Body and Blood of Christ are  
given by a method called intinction, whereby the Priest dips 
the host into the Precious Blood and, after we say, Amen, 
places it on our tongue. After receiving Holy Communion, all 
return to their places and pray quietly in reverent  
thanksgiving.

15May Saint Dymphna  

Dymphna is said to have been the daughter of a pagan 

Irish king and a Christian princess, who died giving 

birth to her. When Dymphnaôs father developed an 

unnatural desire for her, she fled her home with her 

spiritual director, Gerebernus. They came to Antwerp 

in Belgium and travelled further east to Geel, where 

they settled by the shrine of St. Martin. She began a 

life of prayer and service to the poor, but this ended 

abruptly when her father found her there. His men 

killed Gerebernus and then he beheaded his own 

daughter. It is now impossible to tell how much 

Dymphnaôs story was embroidered with details from 

folk legends. What is certain is that her shrine became 

a haven for the emotionally disturbed and the insane, 

and numerous cures have been recorded there. 

Dymphnaôs intercession also had a powerful effect on 

the people of Geel, who in the 1300ôs began to open 

their homes to the insane, who came there from all 

parts of Europe. This unique tradition of care contin-

ues to this day; around 300 mental patients, or 

ñboardersò as they are called, currently live among the 

people of Geel. She is the patron saint of all those with 

mental or emotional illness.
