Proper Behavior at Mass  

It is a wonderful thing to see young families at Mass with 
little babies and toddlers. Every priest and pastor loves this, 
because in these infants we see children of God and the  
future church. However, we all know that babies will, at 
times, make their presence known by crying. This is not a 
problem, but parents should realize when that invisible but 
clear line of noise is crossed and it is better to “retreat” for 
the sake of the other parishioners. At that point (very loud 
crying or tantrums) we must take our child to the back of the 
church. Every parent knows that sometimes the  baby is  
going to have a bad day. We just don’t want to make  
everyone’s day bad as well. There is no reason to be  
embarrassed about having to quiet your child in the back of 
the church. It is worse to allow them to disrupt the prayer of 
our neighbors continually. Again, this is always a judgement 
call, but most of us know when the moment has come.  
Parents, thank you for bringing your children to Mass! And 
thank you also for thinking of the rest of us! 

 

 

12 September  Saint Guy of Anderlecht  

He was born in 950 outside Brussels to very poor 

parents. Though they could not provide an educa-

tion for their son, they gave him a solid grounding 

in the Faith. Above all, Guy grew up with a desire 

to accept and love the poverty in which he was 

born. As he matured, he worked at whatever work 

he could find. He worked in the fields for years, 

but eventually was made sacristan at Our Lady of 

Laeken Church. One day, a merchant from Brus-

sels approached Guy with an offer of partnership 

in a business venture. Thinking that he could do 

much good for the poor if he multiplied his mea-

ger savings, Guy offered his money to the mer-

chant. He even quit his job to help the new busi-

ness grow. Then disaster struck. The ship of goods 

that Guy had invested in sank offshore. When he 

returned to the church at Laeken, his position had 

been filled. Guy experienced this as a moment of 

clarity: he had been unwise to leave his job and 

resolved to do penance. He traveled on foot to 

Rome, then on to Jerusalem. He returned to Bel-

gium, worn out and sick, and died at Anderlecht in 

1012. Guy’s tomb was the site of many miracles, 

and he grew to become a very popular saint. He is 

invoked as the patron of sacristans and farm labor-

ers, and of those who have suffered the loss of 

their investments.
